Permits:
Please advice as soon as possible of any permits (work permits, driving permits), visas etc. required for your show.

Crew:

1 light engineer from load in.

1 sound engineer (familiar with in- house PA), from load in.

Hotel:
Good clean hotel, 2 single rooms and one double with late check out time. All rooms with separate bathrooms, WC, TV, telephone and breakfast included.  

Dressing Room:

1 dressing room. Supplied with a mirror, lighting, cold & warm flowing water, toilet, table, a sofa and chairs for 4 persons. 4 bath sized freshly laundered towels. The dressing room must be available for artist & his crew from load-in to loud-out. (We don’t mind if you make it a 
little cosy).

Merchandise:

HGH requires the permission to sell merchandise without any interference from the venue.

HGH needs one table and an allocated spot inside the venue for this to take place. The merchandise table must be visible from the stage as this is used as part of the performance.

All proceeds from the sale belong solely to HGH.
Table on Stage:
HGH requires a small table (at least 70 cm tall and min. 50x50 cm) to be positioned centre stage.

The table shall be equipped with two tall wine glasses and one large candle holder with a min. of three candles. Additional candles and “funky looking lights” will be much appreciated for a visually satisfying show.

This table is also used for small instruments and a baby piano.
Catering:
