PA:

Preferred systems: d&b, EAW, Meyer Sound. Powerful and linear, including sufficient sub bass. Free from noise, buzz, hiss.

Monitors:
4 wedges (one for each musician) d&b M2 or MAX (not MAX12.) On separate sends from the PA mixer.

- Or (preferably) 6 wedges/aux sends... stereo for both Staale and Helge. 

PA mixer:
Analog, not digital. Minimum 32 ch. Minimum 4 prefade and 2 postfade auxiliary sends + stereo subgroups. The mixer must be in mint condition, with parametric EQ’s, polarity invert,  sweepable highpass filters, and preferably VCA subgroups.

Preferred mixer: Midas Heritage or Legend (not Venice.)
